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Professor Ben-Eliyahu is a world-recognized leader in peri-operative treatment of
cancer patients and in Psycho-Neuro-Immunology (PNI). He has a diverse
background and experience, and is focusing on the impact of stress,
inflammatory responses, and physiological trauma, on immunity and on
progression of cancer metastasis. His recent work has yielded several clinical
approaches to prevent postoperative metastatic disease, which are now being
tested clinically by his group and other groups around the world. Ongoing
research projectin his lab include:
