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SCHOOL OF BEUSINEES ADMINISTRATION

The Principles of Accounting

The comse is divided into 2 parts:

a} Fundamentals of financial accounting: Accounting as a basic tool supplying
information, The study of the basic postulates of accounting reports and the
analysis of the rules and postulates employed by the accountant in these reports.
The analysis of the theoretical principles of accounting and their reliability in
income measurement.

b) Managerial Accounting: The use of basic accounting tools as instrument
of management control as well as in decision-making and planning. The course
includes basic concepts of cost accounting, budgetary control and cost analysis
for management decisions.

The Fundaments of Human Behaviour in Organizations

The course is designed to make the students familiar with the concepts and
basic principles of individual and group behaviour,

In the first part of the course (“individual behaviour™) the following subjects
will be dealt with: motivation, learning, perception, frustration, conflict and
dissonance. Special emphasis will be put in this section on frustration and
conflict (causes, symptoms and ways of treatment),

In the second part (“group behaviour") the course will deal chiefly with the
characteristics of the group, its influence on the individual, on {personal) status,
on introducing changes and on leadership. Special stress will be placed in this
section on the topic of leadership,

Way of teaching: a combination of lectures, demonstrations of experiments
and research, role playing and in part — case discussions. As far as possible
the material will be based on behaviour in living organizations,

For every class the students will be required to prepare background reading of
about 20 pages. In the course of the discussions of the reading matter the
attention of the students will be turned to the methodological problems that
are typical for research in psychelogy and social psychology.

Microeconomics

This course includes a comprehensive analysis of the behaviour of various
economic agents, In particular, it deals with clements in the theory of consumer
behaviour, the theory of the firm, and market equilibrium under both perfect
and imperfect competition. The course also offers some normative applications
of the theory for business decision making,

Housing Problems

Topics include: the housing industry; the housing market and its problems;

of slums,

Project in Regional Planning

The topic of this seminar is the project in regional planning in the metropolitan
arca of Tel-Aviv. Independent work of students will be combined with lectures
on central fopics related to regional problems and planning methods.

Economics for Planners

Introduction into economic theory with the exception of macro-economics: the

Sociology for Planners

Planning Theory

Survey of the major concerns of city and regional planning, the development
of planning on response to the problems of wrbanization: the task of the
planner in the administrative and legal setting; the definition of goals and
means; the planning process.

Introduction to Physical Planning

Study of the accepted guantitative methods including statistical methods for
data analysis, optimization and simulation,

Urban Sociology

Basic concepls; urbanization, ecology, metropolitan region, the basic type of
the wrban and metropolitan ecological structure, process of urbanization, the
ccondmic and political structure of cities,

Location Theory

This course analyses the spatial distribution of productive activitics and urban
settlements from the point of view of cconomic theory, Topies include industrial
location, land rent, the urban economic base, regional growth and regional
development policy.
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Resolution of the General Assembly of UN, 1970 — strategy for IT DD
assistance of the Soviet countries; multilateral versus bilateral assistanee: Is-
rael’s contribution to development concepts — "The Horowitz Proposal”; review
of 13 years Assistance; beginning, motivation, “Joint Ventures”; agriculture
and rural society; community development; health; education; administration;
cooperation.  “The Rehovoth Movement”; comparison hetween activities in

Labor Force, Employment and Unemployment in Developing Economies
Definition and measurement of the labour force, employment, unemployment
and underemployment; demographie, economie and social factors determining
the volume of the labor force, employment and underemployment; differences
in the rates of labor force participation between developed and developing
eountries; historical trends; composition of the labor force by economic
branches, occupations ete.; employiment forecasting and planing; human capital
and human resources; the “brain chain®. Special emphasis will be given to
situations in each field in developing countries,

Government and Political Doctrine in Africa
The evolution of the political institutions in Anglophone and Francophone
Africa; ouflines of the foreign policy and the common problems of the struggle

to bring to an end the colonial rule, neo-colonialist trends and promote social
and economic development.

Israel as a Developing Country

The economic development of Palestine in four periods: 13 until the Zionist
settlement ; 2) the pre-mandatory period; 3) the mandatory period; 4) the state;

The zeminar will deal with the idealogy of the following three social movements
in Israel at the time of the British mandate on the subject of welfure policy:
a) The national labor movement {Revisionists)

b} The Secialistic labor movement {Mapai)

c) The Religious labor movement (Hapoel 1lamizrachi)

Each movement will be represented by the main Party expressing its charae-
teristics, while examining its attitudes towards the social reality al the time,
and the future programs; a comparative study in the ideologies of the three
social movements as they institutionalized in political parties,

Mew Trends in Socialism

Utapian socialism; Marx and Fngels, anarchism; British socialism: the First
International; social-democracy and the Second International (the Prussian,
German and French Movements); Communism and the Commintern i inde-
pendent socialist movements; contemporary socialist movements,
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Welfare Systems Analysis — A Research Seminar Focusing on the Israsli
Experience

Topics which will be discussed and researched by students will include old ape
and unemployment insurance health insurance and industrial injury insurance;
and péneral public assistance programs.

The Professional in Welfare Services

The lesson will be focused on the place of social values and ideologies in the
work of the professional in welfare services, Various approaches to the analysis
of professions will be examined in the light of changes in their nature of work,
which have taken place in welfare services; the place of values in the work
content itself; the possibilities of their conflict with the social values from
other spheres; the impact of the organizational framework of the services and
the socio-economic background of the professional — on the nature of the
encounter with his client,

Stress will be placed on medical and psychiatrie services as a case of welfare
services in gencral. However, the students will be required to prepare work on
other professions according to their choice. These papers will be discussed in
class,

Comparative Studies of Unemployment Insurance Programs

A comparative analysis of umemployment insurance and related economic
security programs in Israel, the United States, and selected European countries.
The henefit structures, methods of finanging, and administrative practices will
be examined and the programs will be analyzed in terms of their economic
impact and their adequacy and relevance to the nature and extent of unem-
ployment and other econgmic problems in the countries involved,

Fringe Benefits to Occupational Welfare Schemes

Outlines of historical development of fringe benefits of oconpational welfare
schemes; Socioeconomic aspects; Juridical infrastructure; Classification and
study of benefils in the different sectors of the economy., A comparative ana-
lysis of the different sectors in industrial societies; Trends of change in the
field of welfare benefits in the world and in Israel,

Topics of Occupational Gerontology

The first part of the course is devoted to an analysis of the social and indi-
vidual functions of work and leisure, A typology of work-leisure relationships
is proposed and various correlates of the types considered. The focus of dis-
cussion in the second part is on the older worker and the implications of aging,
Aveas covered include: economic and socio-psychological considerations in the
utilization of the eclderly as a labor resource; valid criteria for determining
retirement age; evaluation of flexible wversus rigid retirement policies; the
meaning and consequences of withdrawal from work; attitudes and expectations
of the prospective retires; preparation for the retirement role and adjustment
to it} the “disengagement” theory.

Income Maintenance

The concept of national minimum and the measurement of the “poverty line';
Titmuss’ revision of “income”; demogrant schemes; negative income tax and
social dividend; problems of integrating volmtary and statutory schemes;
economic analysis of income maintenance plans,
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The Israeli System of Labor Relations

The course aims at analysing in depth the organization and course of the
main participants in the Isracli system of labor relations. The analysis will
be carried out in conjunction with general theoretical models of trade unions
and employers’ associations. The organizational process of communication,
decision-making, leadership and political influence typifying these organizations
will also be studied.

Personnel Management: Systems and Techniques

The first part of this seminar will be devoted to extensive and intensive analysis
and discussion of selected topicz in industrial psychology, The emphasis will
be on effective tools and techmigues for proficient personnel manapement,
Among the topies to be discussed are: selection and placement systems; criteria
development; performance appraisal, work and motivation; attitudes; job sa-
tisfaction and productivity.

The second part of the seminar will center around students' papers and field
studies.

Introduction to Organizational Behavior

Survey of the psychological, social psychological, and sociological bases of or-
ganizational behavior. The course will inclnde the following topics: The orga-
nization as an open systen; the formal orgamization as an environment for
human behavior; the theory of bureancracy and its modern developments; the
individual in the organization, his motives, satisfactions, and health; the in-
formal organization; workgroups; leadership; participation in decision making;
organizational effectiveness; environmental influences; organizational dewve-
lopments,

The course will be taught by means of a variety of methods including lectures,
case analysis, role plaving, and other exercises,

Introduction to Industrial Psychology

The course will discuss the various models of application of psychological
principles to the problems concerning people operating within the context of
business and industry.

Laber Market

The purpose of the course is to give the student some basic concepls and
analysing tools for understanding the labor market, while defining the factors,
the components and the processes that take part in this market, The course will
deal with the following subjects: the structure of the labor market ; employment ;
unemployment and underemployment; workers mohility and tornover; work
productivity; human capital; demand and supply for manpower; models and
theories on the labor market; labor force prediction and manpower planning;
wagres and the labor market; the wages structure and differentiability; the
labor market in Israel — structure, components and characteristics.

Theories of Social Welfare Institutions

A survey and critique of current theories on social welfiare. The funetion,
scape and boundaries of social welfare institutions and the organization of
social service. Examination and comparizon of concepts developed in various
disciplines (economics, political science, management, treatment sciences), their
uses for analysis of social welfare services and the consequences of such analyses
for social welfare policy and delivery of Social services,
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Power Process in Organizations

The purpose of this course is to expose the student to the power process
inherent in the social structure of organizations and to endow him with the
conceptual tosls for its analysis. Among the topics covered are: models of
power relations, sources of power, distribution of power, power sirategies,
coalitions, opposition, OWligations: 1. Weekly reading; 2. exam; 3. exercize,

The Management of Management: Managerial Behavior, Performance and
Effectiveness

Review, analysis and discussion of current techniques, methods and approaches
to effcctive direction of human efforts within the organizational context.
Among the topics: the organization as an open system; The management-team
as an adaptive-supportive subsystem; ldentification and description of man-
agerial jobs and roles; Aspects of and factors that influence managerial ef-
fectiveness: Techniques and methods for conducting research; Managerial
training and development.

Job Design, Analysis and Evaluation

This course deals with structural changes in job design such as human en-
gineering and auntomation and with function changes in job design such as
job rotation, job enlargement and job enrichment. Job description and job
analysis provide the base for these changes. The course will include an analysis
of psychological factors relevant to job design factors such as perception
learning and motivation,

Psychological Aspects of Work-Conflicts

Critical analysis and review of relevant literature in the fields of psychology,
social psychology, and sociclogy pertaining to understanding work-conilicts
and their resolution (First semester),

Analysis of previous work-conflicts and strikes; development and adaption of
modes of resolution.

Active participation of students will be required in lectures, report, role-playing
ete.

Occupational Structure in Industrialized Societies
Social, economic and technological forces changing contemporary occupational
structures; classification of occupations and methodological considerations;
factors associated with typical career patterns social organization and charac-
teristic attributes of occupational groups with special emphasis on white-collar
pecupations and on the process of professionalization,

Selected lssues in Organizational Psycholegy

In depth examination of topies for which empirical information is available
for students to analyze, The data were collected in a number of studies of
the work and health of kibbutz members and other workers. This material
provides a choice from a great variety of topics, including organizational factors
in heart disease; participation; leadership; motivation and satisfaction; rotation,
job content; peer relations; communication and information. Due to the nature
of the data, the course will include a survey of studies on work and organization
in the kibbutz.

Prerequisites: Advanced Research Methods; Tntroduction to Organizational
Behavior,
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3. Mechanism for settling conflicts (conciliation and meditation, voluntary
arbitration, compulsory arbitration, fact finding labor courst:
4. Analysing case-studies while using group technigue and visual means.

Collective Bargaining

This course focuses on the theory and practice of collective bargaining, Its
purpose 15 to provide students with a general framework and tools to analyze
collective bargaining. The first part of the course consists of a discussions of
the participants on issues and processes of negotiations, including innovations
in bargaining and impasse procedures. Following are studies of actual nego-
tiation in Tsrael. The course work includes readings, cases and on-sight ob-
servation,

Labor Law

A) Introduction and lsraeli labor law.,

B) Comparative labor law.

Part I: Labor law as patt of the general legal system: the place of labor law
in the social sciences; development of lahor law in the world and in Istacl;
the branches of labor law; protective lahor legislation, laws regarding the
individual, collective labor legislation, who is an “employee”? Rights by law,
rights by control, the individual labor contract and the collective bargaining
agreement | labor disputes and the procedures for their settlement: establishment
and conclusion of employer-employee relationship; wages and sociological con-
ditions.

Part IT: The International Labor Organization: history, constitution and or-
ganization, activitics; Israel and the LL.0O.: labor courts in other nations;
collective bargaining: the legal status of labor unions in other nations (require-
ments of the law, rights of employees, etc.) ; the intervention of the law in col-
lective bargaining; the collective bargaining agreement formula and place in
the industrial relations system; parties to the collective agreement; the repre-
sentative organization; enforcement of the collective bargaining aprrecment;
contents by force of law; rights and responsibilities of employees and employers
by force of law; the relationship Letween the collective bargaining aprecment
and the individual labor control; the settlement of industrial disputes; mediation,
arbitration, compulsory arbitration, cooling-off period, secret ballot prior to
strike, fact finding; the law relating to strikes: responsibility of the employees
and the union ,relief for a strike in violation of a collective bargaining agree-
ment, restrictions on strikes; fixing of employment condition by law: hours of
work and days of rest; minimum wage safety regulations: job security and un-
emplayment; the right to fire and quit, notice upon termination. Unem-
ployment insurance. The course will compare Israeli labor law with the law
in the Seandinavian nations, the United States and Fngland, Reference will
also be made to the law in Japan, the Common Market nations and other nations
with relevant laws.

Employee Training, Development, and Advancement

This course consists of an application of learning theory in organizations, both
in the technical and in the management areas. Techniques in planning, deve-
loping, and evaluating courses will be covered. A systems appreach, including
behavieral objectives, provides the base for this course. New areas in training
such as programmed training will be covered as will different approaches to
management development and training pavofis.
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DEPARTMEXT OF LABOR STUDIES

M. A Program

Statisties (Advanced Course)

Descriptive statistics; samples from the normal distribution — inference on the
arithmetic mean (known and unknown variance), testing hypothesis and con-

Advanced Research Methods

The purpose of this course is to offer the student an opportunity to acquire
the knowledge of necessary methodological tools in order to conduct sound
empirical research in the Labor Sciences, After a brief review of elementary
social science rescarch methodology, the course will focus on social research
methodology applicabile to studiez of worl organizations, emphasizing the fol-
lowing topics: the organization in the laboratory; field experiments and field
studies in erganizations; lengitudinal research; measurement by means of
questionnadres, interviews, observational technigues, and institutional records;
the rescarch proposal and the research report, Reguired written exercises include
construction of a questionnaire or interview ; methodological critique of rezearch
in labor science; preparation of a research proposal on a topic of interest to
the student, There is no exam in this course,

Advanced Theories in Industrial Relations

The first part of the course involves the study of theory building in social
science, the concept of industrial relations systems, systems approach in the
soclal seiences, In the second part of the course, major theories of labor move-
ments, collective bargaining and industrial relations systems are reviewed and
analyzed within the framework of the model developed previously.

Labor Disputes Settlement

A basic course covering the major areas of personnel management as they
relate to organizational goals. The main aspects of personnel policy are pre-
sented in the form of a comprehensive model, This model followsz a conceptual
approach which views the personnel function as an input-output system. Specific
topics included : manpower planning; job analysis, staffing: appraisal; training
and development processes, compensation and incentives: emplovee-employer
relationships; employee benefits and services; internal communications; per-
sonnel research,

Labor Disputes Settlement

The subjects to be discussed in this course are:

1. The types of disputes (general, jurisdictional, collective, individual);

2. The technigque for reconciliating divergent ideas which are innate in the
collective agreement (arrangement on the plant level; central or industry
parity committees), arbitration;
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Seminar for Research Students
Reguired seminar in which there will be discussed methodological problems in
the gathering of the material and writing the dissertation, the students will also
discuss the relevant bibliography to the theoretical problems that will emerge.

Guided Reading

Meetings of small groups of students in purpose to discuss professional literature,
The range of discussion will be determined in cach group.

It is recommended to use this framework to prepare for the final examinations
in the fields that the students did not hear a lecture or o seminar ahout,




Politics in Developing Countries

Analysis of the theories of modernization: The way individuals and institutions
change, Testing how these changes cause changes in the politics in societies
in Latin America and Asia

Development of the Management Personnel in the Public Administration
in lsrael

The seminar will deal with issues of training and development of the managing
personnel in the public administration in Isracl. The main topics that will be
discnssed in the seminar are: The specific poals of the development of the
managring personnel, the systems of doing it, the instruments for evaluation of
the effectivity of the development of the managing personnel, the professional
problems in the process of develpment of the managing personnel, the con-
ditions for suecess of the development of the managing personnel in the public
administration in Isracl. The students will be required to prepare research papers
on the orcanizations of the public administration in Israel in reference to the
theorctical material that will be discussed in class and the data gathered in
lsracl on this issue. Previous requirements: The courses in the Principles of
Public Administration and Research Methods,

Intermediaries in International Conflicts

The seminar will examine cases of intervention by intermediaries in inter-
national conflicts, Cases will be analyzed with reference to the theoretical
approaches to the study of the role of intermediaries in conflicts, negotiations
and bargaining,

Comparative Urban Policy

Approaches to the study of urhanization. Emphasis on the administrative and
political organization of metropolitan areas in different countries, Hesearch
papers will deal with urban policy and metropolitan organization in Israel.

Student-Staff participatery Seminar

The seminar will be organized on an informal basis, with the participants de-
termining the subjects to be discussed and the format for presentation. m-
phasis will be placed on the discussion of theoretical or philosophical concepts
that are generally used in all branches oi political science, Suggested topics
are ideology, tolalitarianism, determinism, casuality.

Presentation of subject matter will be the responsibility of the person who
sugpests a topic. This responsibility includes the preparation of a short biblio-
graphy, and an informal oral opening of discussion at one of the seminar
meetings.

Persons not enralled in the seminar for credit are encouraged to attend, and
puest discussants will be invited according to the wishes of the formal members
of the seminar, Meetings will be held every two weeks initially, with more
meetings possible if the seminar desires.

Seminar for Graduate Students
Students who write their papers will meet and discuss methodological problems
and will present a research program and final draft of their M.A. dissertation.

M. A, Program

Scope and Theory

The semninar will examine the fundamental problems in the conduct of research
in Political Science and their devclopment construction: theory, hypothesis
testing, models, the nature of evidence, values, objectivity, etc. These problems
will be further explored by analyzing various pieces of research,

Research Methods

The seminar will emphasize the application of analysis techniques to agpregate
and individual level data in political science. Attention will be paid to the use
of censuses and interview surveys as sources of data for the political scientist
with the possibility that a small zcale field project will be desipned and im-
plemented by the seminar,

Statistics [advanced course)

Deseriptive statistics; samples from the normal distribution — inference on the
arithmetic mean (known and unknown variance) : testing hypothesis and con-
fidence-internal ; inference on the variance ; comparison of two arithmetic means
{related and unrelated samples); inference on proportion from one sample, two
samples; analysis of variance; connection between two variables, correlation
coefficiency and regression lines; multiple correlation and partial correlation:
contingency cocfiicient; non-parametric statistics — sign test, Wilcoxon test,
x* tests for foodness of fit and independence.

Field Research on the General Elections for the Eighth Knesset

In the first semester emphasis will be on theoretical literature on elections and
anthropolitical field-work methodology, Each student will have a field-work
project of research on the election campaign for the eighth Israeli Knesset.
The student will be required to work on this project during the summer {1973}
and the seminar will meet occasionally during the summer to coordinate the
research projects, After the election in the first semester of the Fall Winter
1973 the seminar will be devoted to the analysis of the data gathered in the
research project in the light of the theoretical frameworks presented in the
previous semester,

Theories in International Relations

Discussion on the role of theory in world politics; the extremes of tradition
and science; the place of International Relations theory within the Social
Seiences. Emphasis upon such contributions as: balance of power, general
systems theory, decision-making, games theory, simulation and strategic stodies.

External and Inernal Factors in the Shaping of the Foreign Palicy in the
International Relatians

The seminar will discuss theoretically the limitations existing in foreign policy
of the preat powers and of small countries in the international areas, Special
emphasis upon the concepts of comparative government, and the possible impact
of the structure of the international system on the external policy of various
countries will also be discussed,
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Politics in Peasant Societies

Dwring the first semester the seminar will analyze the theoretical bhackground
of modernization and political development. In the second semester there will
be studied the social, economic and political changes that took place in peasants
societies ing the 19h and 20th centuries; the influence of economic changes,
which started ontside the peasants’ villages, on their participation in the politics
af the state will be analyzed,

The Image in the Internaional System

The seminar will combine theoretical analysis of the image in the international
system with the study of speciflic events (such as U.S.A.-Japan relations:
1940-51), Within this framework there will be applied theoretical conceptions to
some specific circumstances, in purpose to examine their validity under these
circumstances.

Science Policy in Small Countries

Problems in science policy making at the national level, Small technologically
advanced countries in a world of bip science. National patterns of science policy
(Belgium, The Netherlands, Sweden, Norway, Switzerland), The government
sector's key role in the initiation financing and performance of research. Inter-
national cooperation in science and technology, Issues and cases in Israeli
sclence policy.

Politics in Face-to-Face Relations

will be examined in order to prepare the student for his rescarch project. Each
student will be required to apply the conceptual schemes and methodological
techniques by studying a group, party branch, etc, in which he can observe and
analyse their interactions.

Comparative and Development Administration
Methodology and models in comparative studics. Administration systems and
the political system, comparative administration systems, national planning.

Political Behavior
Problems of evidence, inference and theory building in the study of political
behavior with application to the Isracli voter.

Political Parties

The first part of the seminar will be devoted to the study of theory on political
parties and different aspects of political parties such as recruitment, funding,
organization, the role of ideology, party systems, the sccond part of the seminar
will apply different approaches to the study of individual political parties and
party systems in developed and developing countries, with special stress on
Latin America and Tsrachi parties,

Political Change and Indicators of Growth: Analysis of Societies

in Eastern Africa

The seminar will deal with the analysis of problems of urgent political and
social change. The seminar will be divided into two parts: the first part will
examine general issues with emphasis on the development of change and eco-
nomic, social and national growth. The second part will concentrate on research
works in Eastern and Central Africa.

Political Change: China in Transition

The main topic of the seminar is the process of political change, as congruent
with cultural values. The subjects: methodological tools for defining political
change; analytical and empirical distinction between technological, economic
and social development; the cultural and civilizational levels; the concepts of
change, modernization and development; functional and casual modes of ex-
planation; phases of theory construction and mapping sentence of change;
Apter's and Almond's structural typologies; endogenons and exogenously im-
posed change, The development and elucidation of above topics is linked to an
empirical analysis of China during the period of transition, namely between
1850-1959, as compared to Japan during the same period,
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Decision Making: An Introduction Yo Policy Making
Policy as an aggregate of decisions, The definition of rationality. Game theory.
Coalition behavior,

The Foreign Palicy of the U.S.A. |Since 1941}

The course will analyze central events in the foreign policy of the UL5.A, since
her entrance to the Warld War. Among the events that will be analyzed: Caza-
Llanca, Teheran, Cairo, Yalta and Potsdam Conference, Truman Doctrine,
Marshal Plan, America’s involvement in the Chinese Civil War and in the
Corean War. The analysis of these and other events will be done within a
conceptual framework, which will distinguish different styles and approaches
in the American foreign policy, and will concentrate on developing and exempli-
fying the basic distinction between the global-realistic and the cosmopolitan-
ideological approaches in the Amerigan policy. A special emphasis will be put
on the question of the roots of the cold war. The course will analyze the dif-
ferent approaches which are expressed in the literature dealing with this issue
and their reflection on the sometimes dichotomic analyses of the different
specific events.

MNationalism and MNational Integration

of nationhood and national integration; nationalism and racialism; the concepts
of nationbood and national integration; nationalism and rocialism; the concepts
of the state, the nation-state and sclf-determination; processes of Integration
and dis-integration of nationz: the analysis of current national conflicts

Pressure Groups: ldealogy and Interests
A study of specific interests in a complex society, Analysis of the place and the
social and political function of pressure groups inside the political system and
out of it. Application to the Isracli situation.

Issues in Seience Palicy

National science policy maling as regards science and technology; national
aparatus for initiation, encouragement and regulation of the national research
effort; science policy in Israel — theory and practice; methedological problems
in the study of science policy and in research and development management.

Approaches to Political Science

The purpose of the course is to analyse and evaluate major approaches to the
study of social and political science. Emphasis will be put on a comparative
analysis of the waderlyine assumptions and meodels of the theories considered.
Selected texts will inelude Marsx, Freud, Farsons, and others,

Selected Problems in Israel's Foreign Relations
The seminar will analize selected problems in Isracl’s foreipn relations with re-
ference to theoretical approaches to the study of international relations.

Relationship between Party and Government in U.5.5.R.

[Theory and Practicel

The ideclogical principles of the relationship between the communist party and
the government, as they were determined and realized by Lemin; the structure
of the communist party and its administrative principles. The democratic central-
ism and the ideological uniform in the party and government following the
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Soviet Educational and Cultural Pelicy

The ideological principles of the Soviet Communist Party in the areas of edu-
cation and culture. Methods of supervision. The impact of Russian history.
Various stages of Soviet educational policy. The teaching of Soviet morality
and pedagogical technigues and the political education. The role of various
educational and socializing agents,

Information in Processes of Pelicy-Making

Sources of information and the institutions responsible for systematic and non-
systematic information collection in the political svstem. The way this informa-
tion is passed to policy-makers, Evaluation of information policy-makers have
in hand concerning sociological, economical, internal and seeurity issues, Socio-
logical indicators as a possible basis for policy-making. The use and influence
of sociological indicators collected in Israel. There will be analyzed a number
of cases such as the shortape or excess of apartments, the number of poor in
Tsrael

Introduction to lsrael's Foreign Policy
A discussion of major issues in Israel's foreign relations since independence,
with reference to international relations theories.

Values, Society and Government, Case Study: China

The aim of this course is to analyze the connection between cultural values,
gocial normas and the structure of government, The topics covered : philosophical
schools, personalities and fundamental concepts; comparative analysis of the
Chinese versus the Occidental approach political institutions: characteristics of
a burcaucratic centralism; provineial government; social structure: the institi-
tions of family, religion and economy; the Western impact.

The Fereign Policy of the U.S.5.R.

The purpose of the lecture is to discuss the structural and dynamic aspects of
the policy-making in the U.55.R.; to test the different striking trends in the
U.5.5.R. and to analyze the fundamental considerations that guide the policy-
makers in Moscow in their attitudes toward the different areas of the world.

Tie fecture will concentrate on the post World War [[ period.

Intreduction to International Law and International Institutions

The wim of the course, the major contours of which concern the interlocking
patterns of international law and international organizations, is to explain the
shape of the modern community of nations, its legal, political and organizational
foundations and its changing structure in our days. The different elements of
the course are: (1) the emergence and evolution of international organizational,
political, and legal system; (2} the meanitg of the international personality
and the effcct of the state jurisdiction on the international arena within the
process of re-polarization of the world community; (3) problems of inter-
national recognition, respensibility and the law of international transactions,
diplomatic and consular intercourse; (4) the law of international institutions,
above all of the U.N. family, its political weakness and the growth of its
economic and social involvement; (3) the activities of the international regional
organizations; (6) methods of peaceful settlement of international disputes;
(7} the laws concerning armed conflicts, neutrality, and peace-keeping ope-
rations,

lsraeli Politics

The course has two main purposes: first, to acquaint the student with the
major aspects of the Isracli political system. The second purpose is to supply
him with concepts and intellectual tools needed to understand the political

Discussions will center around the following topics: the
scientific method | research desipns; variable relations, and hypotheses; measure-
ment, scaling, relighility and validity; data peperation (interviews, the survey,
objective and projective techniques, agprepate data, simulation); data proces-
sing; data analysis {(crosshreals, measures of association and correlations, tests
of sipnificance) ) simple model buildiog; the research report,

Biblicgraphical Course
Training in elementary scholarly eraftsmanship and techniques, to enable full
usge of library resources.

Comparative Politics

The central theme of the course will be the connection between the theoretical
interests of certain circles in the 19th and 20th centuries and the empirical
works of political scientists and political sociologists. The approach will be
comparative, concentrating on historical analysis, inter-cultural analysis, and
analysis in sub-groups in a given society.

Principles of Public Administration

The course will include principles of administration, the human factor in ad-
ministration, motivation, authority, power and responsibility, division of labor,
communication, coordination, control and reporting; administrative change and
problems of Israch public administration,

Principles of Infernational Relations

A basic introduction into the complexities of world politics, with emphasis upon
the state as the key political actor, the processes of conflict and peace, the
means of power and the goal of influence — all within the context of the in-
ternaticnal system, Attention will be piven to the historical development of
relations between states; contemporary issues, and problems and prospects for
the {future.

Political Systems in Africa

The course will analvze historical processes that had influence on the creation
of socicties in eastern and central Africa. Emphasis will be put on the colonial
period as the key to understanding political phenomena such as African na-
tionalism, pan-Africanism and ideological-radicalism nowadays. Sociological
phenomena such as urbanization in Adrican society, the fall of traditional
frameworks, the begimnming of stratification and political parties will also be
analysed,
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The Law of Taxation |: Basic principles; the Taxation of Individual Income
The basic principles of taxation, the abjects of taxation; the definition of “tax",
the dificrent types of taxes; the principles of income tax, the territorial sCOpE
of the tax; the taxation of income from trade, the taxation of employment
income ; the taxation of income from property ; mutual trading ; the computation
of the tax; the tax unit; problems of enforcement; the asscssment of tax: tax
appears; deterrent measures; evasion and aveidance: tax planming; the prin-
ciples of capital gains tax; the principles of “land appreciation tax™.

Taxation of Corporations — Taxation B

An advaneed course on taxation devoted mainly to the direct taxes (corporation
tax, income tax, property tax, land betterment tax) of various bodies corporate;
problems arising during foundation, existence and Hquidation of the corpo-
ration; tax-planning as regards the structure of capital, distribution of profits
and dividends; close companies; financial institutions; laws for the CnCourage-
ment of capital investments and industrial enterprises; international tranzactions
and doulle taxation.

Seminar in Accounting

This course deals with the optimal use of financial statement data in investment
decision making, Emphasis is placed on the efficiency of indicators and models
in the prediction and explanation of business events, such as bankruptey, carmng
growth, risk changes, ete. The course is characterized by an extensive use of
analytical technique, and by an emphasis on an empirical approach. A term
paper is required,

Seminar in Accounting

Measurement problems in Financial and Management Accounting, with special
emphasis on empirical research, financial statement analysis and examination
of their impact; selected problems in Auditing,

Commercial Laws

Company law; partnership; labor law; cooperative societies; Bill Act; The
Band of Israel Law; Bankruptey Act; Arbitration Act; Law of Insurance;
immovable property system — rent, law, ete.

Sociological Theory

Major problems of sociological theory: the nature of sociological explanation;

Industrial Sociology

This course is concerned with social relations in industrial and organizational
settingrs and with the way these relations influence and are influenced by
relations in the wider community. It focuses mainly on the social system of
the factory, analysing the interaction between structural clements such as
technology, payment systems and authority relations and between the behavior
of individual and groups,

Urban Stratification and Style of Life

Acconnting methods, and their influence in Decision Making, ie. adding a
product or easing its production, expanding or closing a business, ete.

The Economy of Israel

The development of Israel's economy; in particular — international trade, public
finance, and problems of manpower, wages and education. The student’s lnow-
ledge of theoretical tools acquired in previous years of study will he utilized to
analyze empirical problems of Israel's economy.

Theory of the Firm [B)

This course in an application of price theory and management economics to
problems of the firm, Ite major topics are: technigues of information flows
and their analysis; decisions under risk and uncertainty; optimization in finan-
cial decisions on financial leverage and the finm's dividend policy. In the
framework of the course, emphasis is placed on the use of quantitative and
accounting methods of analysis for solving the problems under discussion, and
the presentation of empirical from studies done in Tsrael and abroad.
