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SCHOOL OF BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION

The Principle of Accounting
The eourse is divided into 2 parts:

a) Fundamentals of {inancial accounting: Accounting as a basic tool supplying
information. The study of the basic postulates of accounting reports and the
analysis of the rules and postulates emploved by the accountant in these reports,
The analvsis of the theoretical principles of accounting and their reliability in
meome measurément,

b) Managerial Accounting: The use of basic accounting tools as instrument
of management control as well as in decision-making and planning. The course
includes basic concepts of cost accounting, budpetary control and cost analysis
for management decisions.

The Fundaments of Human Behaviour in Organizations

The course is designed to make the students familiar with the concepts and
basic principles of individual and group behaviour,

In the first part of the course (“individual behaviour™) the following subjects
will be dealt with: motivation, learning, perception frustration, conflict and
dissonance, Special emphasiz will be put in this section on irustration and
conflict (causes, symptoms and ways of treatment).

In the second part (“group behaviour") the course will deal chiefly with the
characleristics of the group, its inlfuence on the individual, on {personal) status,
on introducing changes and on leadership. Special stress will be placed in this
section on the topic of leadership.

Way of teaching: a combination of lectures, demonstrations of experiments
and research, role playing and in part — case discussions. As far as possible
the material will be based on behaviour in living organizations.

For every class the students will be required to prepare background reading of
about 20 pages. In the course of the discussions of the reading matter the
attention of the students will be turned to the methodological problems that
are typical for research in psychelogy and social psychology.

Microeconomics

This course includes a comprehensive analysis of the behayiour of various
economic agents. In particular, it deals with elements in the theory of consumer
pehavioor, 1he theory of the firm, and marlket egquilibriom woder both perfect
and impericct competition, The course also offers some normative applications
af the theory for business decision making.

A comparative ana-
tysis of the different sectors in industrial societies; Trends of change in the
field of welfare benefits in the world and in Isracl.

Welfare Policy of Social Movements in lsrael

The seminar will deal with the ideology of the following three social movements
in Tsrael at the time of the British mandate on the subject of welfare policy:
a} The national labor movement (Bevisionists)

by The Socialistic lahor movement (Mapai)

¢} The Religions labor movement (ITapoel HMamizrachi)

Fach movement will be represented by the main Party expressing its charae-
teristics, while examining its attitudes towards the soeial reality at the time,
and the future programs; a comparative study in the ideologies of the three
soclal movements as they institutionalized in political parties,

Financing Social Services: A Comparative Analysis

This course will discuss and compare ways and means of financing the modern
welfare state It will be divided into three parts: (a) An introduction to the
theory of Public Finance especially the theory of Taxation; (b) A COMpPArison
of the different types of social henefits and their financing in selected countries:
Tsrael ,US, UK, Scandinavian countries; (¢) The impaect of Social Services
and their financing on the persomal Income Distribution.

Determinants of Labor Forces Participation and its Weltare Implications
This course will present an economic analysis of the factors underlying the
demand for and the supply of labor. The lectures will touch on short term
employment functions, the determinants of labour foree participation, inmigra-
tion and unemployment.

The course will conclude with a discussion ef income distribution. Students
without sufficient background in economics will attend a few additional lectures
and/or tutorials,

The Professiopal in Welfare Services

The lesson will be focused on the place of social values and ideologies in the
work of the professional in welfare services. Various approaches to the analysis
of professions will be examined in the light of changes in their nature of work,
which have taken place in welfare services; the place of values in the work
content itself; the possililities of their conilict with the social values from
other spheres; the impact of the organizational framework of the services and
the socio-economic background of the professional — on the nature of the
encounnter with his client,

Stress will be placed on medical and psychiatric services as a case of welfare
services in general, However, the students will he required to prepare work on
other professions according to their choice, These papers will be discussed in
class.
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Introduction to Welfare Policies

Different concepts of poverty, assistance and welfare; ald and vew lheralism
social Darvinism; paternalism and socialism. Stages in the development of the
modern welfare state: background to social legislation in Gertnany, Britain and
the TS, repercussions of the Great Depression, The New Deal and the Be-

Introduction Yo Social Work

Social work as a profession will be examined in light of contetnporary needs
and problems, Particular focus will be placed upon the primary methods of
social group work, case work and contnunity organization. Both their unigue
and common features will be apalyzed. The role of the practitioner as helping
agent will also be examined in light of changing needs.

Income Maintenance

The concept of national minimum and the measurement of the “poverty line™:
Titmuss' revision of "income": demogrant schemes; negative income tax and
social dividend; problems of integrating voluntary and statutory schemes;
ceonomic analysis of income maintenance plans,

The Institutional and Legal Framework of Social Welfare

A general introduction to the understanding oi the legal basis and the fumne-
tioning of social services and workers. Students will get acquainted with the
processes of establishing policy while studying and discussing aelected issves
from dour main areas:

a) Human life cycle.

b} Deviance and sickness,

e} Social Hguelity,

d}  Social Institutions,

Administrative Aspects of Welfare Services

Amnalysis of administrative processes in organizations responsible for welfare
services; Approaches and methods in administrative research; Inputs and
oulputs in welfare services administration —— problems of medsurcment of
cfiectiveness and efiiciency in welfare services: Welfare policy — decision-
making process in policy formulation: Policy and implementation — novis
and control (feedback); Relevant information systems, credibility and up-to-
date information; Competitive organizations and monopolistic organizations;

Selected lssues in Organizational Psychology

[In depth examination of topics for which empirical information is available
for students to analyze. The data were collected in a number of studies of
the work and health of kibbute members and other workers. This material
provides a choice from a greal variety of topics, including organizational factors
in heart disease | participation ; leadership; motivation and satisfaction; rotation,
job content: peer relations; communication and information. Due to the nature
of the data, the conrse will include a survey of studies on work and organization
in the kitihie,

Prerequisites: Advanced Research Methods: Introduction to Organizational
Behavior,

Ethical lssues in Social Ressarch and lis Application

This seminar will explore ethical aspeess of social science rescarch, its contents,,
methods and application, from the point of view of the researcher, the subject,
the funder, and socicty at large. Fihical statements and formal puidelines
issued by professional and scientifie associations will be examined and com-
pared. Examples of controversial research will be disenssed. Each students will
present an analysis of a particular investigation in light of the principles
iscrssod deeing the seminar,

Cemmunication System and participation in the organizalion

The following major items will be discussed and researched: the communication
system: in the organization; relationship between communication and personnel
management ; commnication and industrial democracy ; spheres and levels of
participation in the organization,

Theories of Social Welfare [nstitutions

A osurvey and eritique of current theories on social welfare. The function,
scape and boundaries of social welfare institutions and the organization of
socinf servige, Mxamination and comparison of concepts developed in various
dizeiplines (econemics, political science, management, treatment sciences), their
uses for analysis of social welfare services and the consequences of such
analvses for social welfare policy and delivery of Social services,
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Labor Disputes Settlement

The subjects to be discussed in this course are:

1. The types of disputes (general, jurisdicHonal, collective, individual};

2. The technique for reconciliating divergent ideas which are innate m the
collective agreement (arrangement on the plant level; central or industry
parily committees), arbitration;

3. Mechanism for settling conflicts [econciliation and mediation, voluntary
arbitration, compulsory arbitration, fact finding labor course;

4. Analysing case-studies while using group technique and visual means.

Occupational Gerontelogy

The first part of the course is devoted to an analysis of the soefal and
individual functions of work and leisure, A typology of work-leisure relation-
ships is proposed and various correlates of the types considered. The focus
of ditcussion in the sccond part is on the older worker and the implications
of aging, Areas covered include; economic and socie-psychological conside-
ratlons i ine witeation of the elderly s w laber vesowrce) walid criterin fov
determining retirement age; evaluation of flexible versus rigid retirement
policies; the meaning and consequences of withdrawal from work; attitudes
and expectations of the prospective retiree; preparation for the retirement
role and adjustment to it; the “disengagement” theory.

Job Design, Analysis and Evaluation

This course deals wih structural changes in job design such as human en-
gineering and autemation and with function changes in job design such as
job rotation, job enlargement and job enrichment. Job description and job
analysis provide the base for these changes. The course will include an analysis
of psychological lactors relevant to job design factors such as prIception
learning and motivation,

Research in Organizations and Institutions

This course deals with the planning and fmplementation of research in orga-
nizations and institutions, It deals primarily with individual coaching in the
design and execution of research and in the solution of specific problems arising
during the research,

Motivation to Wark

This course deals with theories of work motivation and with research studies
testing these theories in the work setting, The primarcy emphasis will be placed
on the following theories: achievement motivation, expectancy-valence, eqnity,
need hierarchy, and motivation-hygiene.

Job Stress

Types of stress and their sources; survey of laboratory amd field research on
the psychelogical, behavioral and physiological eifects of stress on the ndi-
vidual; individual differences in reaction to stress; adjustment and coping.

Employee Training, Development, and Advancement

This course consists of an application of learnming theory in organizations, both
in the technical and in the management arcas. Techniques in planning, deve-
loping, and evaluating courses will be covered. A systems approach, including
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The course will be tanght by means of a variety of methods including lectures,
case analysis, role playing, and other exercises,

Intraduction to Industrial Psycholagy

The course will discuss the various models of application of psychalopical
principles to the problems concerning people operating within the context of
business and industry.

Personnal Management: Systems and Techniques

The first part of thiz seminar will be devoted to extensive and intensive analysis
and discussion of selected topics in industrial psychology. The emphasis will
be on cifective tools and technigques for proficient personnoel management,
Aanong the topics to be discussed are: selection and placement systems; criteria
development ; performance appraisal, work and motivation; attitndes; job sa-
tisfaction and productivity.

The second part of the seminar will center around students” papers and ficld
studies,

The lsraeli System of Labor Relations

The course aims at analysing in depth the organization and course of the main
participants i the Israeli system of labor relations. The analysis will be carricd
put in conjunction with gencral theoretical models of trade unions and em-
ployers’ associations. The organizational process of communication, decision-
making, leadership and political influence typifying these organizations will
also be studied,

Advanced Theeries in Industrial Relations

The first part of the course involves the study of theory building in social
seience, the concept of indusicial relations systems, systems approach in the
social seiences, In the second part of the conrse, major theories of labor move-
ments, collective bargaining and industrial relations systems are reviewed and
analvzed within the framework of the model developed previovsly,

Personnel Management

A basic gourse covering the major areas of personnel management as they
relate to organizational goals. The main aspects of personnel policy are pre-
sented i the form of a comprehensive model. This model follows a conceptual
approach which views the personnel function as an input-output system. Specific
topics included ; manpower planning; job analysis, stafiing: appraisal; training
and development processes, compensation and incentives; employee-employver
relationships; employee bepefits and services: internal communications; per-
sonnel research.

Collective Bargaining

The courze will focus on the theory and practice of collective hargaining with
its main purpose being to provide the students with a general framework and
tools to analyze collective bargaining,

Among the major subjects to be covered are the following: Factors influencing
collective hargaining structures and the power of the parties; the subject
matbers of labor nepotiations ) the process of negoliations; strategies and lactics
in collective Largaining; labor contracts; the grievance system and dispute
settlernen procedures.

The course will he followed by mock hargaining sessions.

Advanced Research Methods

The purpose of this course is to offer the student an opportunity to acquire
the knowledpe of necessary methodological tools in order to conduet sound
empirical research in the Labor Sciences, After a brief review of elementary
social science research methodology, the course will focus on social rescarch
methodology applicable to studics of work organizations, emphasizing the fol-
lowing topics: the organization in the laboratory; field experiments and field
studies in organizations; longitudinal research; measurement by means of
geustionnaires, interviews, observational techniques, and imstitutional records;
the research proposal and the research report. Required written exercises in-
clude construction of a questionnaire or interview; methodological eritique of
tescarch in labor science; preparation of a research proposal on a topic of
interest to the student. There is no exam m this course,

Introduction to Industrial Relations

A study of theories, basic concepts amd major characteristics of industrial
relations systems; the participants of the system at national, regional, industry
or plant levels: employees' organizations, trade unions, employers’ associations
and the State; the law and industrial relations; collective bargaining and col-
lective aprecments; industrial relations at the workplace and in the public
sector; private and governmental procedures for dispute settlement; wage
systems and income policies.

Labor in lsraeli Seciety

Survey and historical analysis of the social, ceonomic and political development,
relevant to Labor and manpower problems since the establishment of the State
of lsraels labor and employvers' organizations; industrial relations and welfare
policies; study of relevant documents,

Introduction to Organizaticnal Behavior

Survey of the psychological, social psychological ,and sociological bases of or-
ganizational behavior. The course will incinde the following topics: The orga-
nization as an open system: the formal organization as an enviromment for
human behavior: the theory of bureancracy and its modern developments; the
individual in the orgamization, his motives, satisfactions, and health; the in-
formal organization; workgroups; leadership; participation in decision making;
organizational effectiveness; environmental influences; organizational deve-
lopments.
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Theories in International Relations

Discussion on the role of theory in world politics; the extremes of tradition
and science; the place of International Relations theory within the Social

The focus of this course 15 as on the interrelations between psychological

theories and politics, The main theories in it are: personality politics learning,
socialization and smail groups.
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Policy Evaluation

The seminar deals with methodology and problems of policy evaluation, em-
phasizing the definitions of input and output in the process of poliey making.

The democratic cen-
tralism and the ideological uniform in the party and government following the
structural parallelismi, The Stalinistic period, the Kheoshehovian and the present
period in light of relationship between the party and the government in the
LS The ideological and personal strugrles in the Soviet Communist Party
and their reflection on the party-gpovernment relations. What is a totalitarian
party?

Decision Making: An Intreduction te Policy Making

Peasants

During the firat semester the seminar will analyze the theoretical backzround
of modernization and political development,

Particular attention will be paid to the development of new theories on changes
among peasants .The second semester will focus on the changes that hawve
ocenrred to Palestinian peasants and their society under four separate reglmes:
Ottoman, British, Jordanian, and Isracli. Student papers and reports will give
a comparative element to the course through cmophasis on change among peasants
in other parts of the Middle East,

Topical Problems of Democratic Governments

The nature, significance, and implications of democracy, both in its normative
and empirical aspects. Historical sources of modern democracy, and the two
types of democratic governments, Theories of democracy. The relationship
between individual and society, and individual and government. The Necessary
preconditions for democracy, the democratic ethics, freedom and equality in
theory and practice.

The first semester is intended to cover and rescarch the above subjects; the
second semester for presentation and discussion of the student’s seminar papers.
Case studies: Presidential system (the United States) and Parliamentary system
{ Britain),
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Information in Processes of Palicy-Making

Sources of information and the institations responsible for systematic and non-
systematic information collection in the political system, The way this in-
formation is passed (o policy-makers, Evaluation of information policy-malkers
have in hand concerning sociological, economical, internal and sccurity issues,
Sociological indicators as a possible basis for poliey-making. The use and
influence of sociological indicators collected in lsracl, There will be analyzed
a number of cases such as the shortage or excess of apartments, the number
of poor in Israel.

Issues in Science Policy

National science policy making as regards science and technology ! national
aparatus for initiation, enconragement and regulation ef the national research
effort; sclence policy in Israel — theory and practice; methodological problems
in the study of science policy and in research and development management.

The Foreign Policy of the U.S.A. (Since 1941)

The course will analyze central events in the foreign policy of the TLEA.
since her entrance to the Werld War, Among the events that will be analyzed :
Casablanca, Tehernn, Cairo, Yalta and Potadam Conference, Truman Doctring,
Marshall Plan, America’s involvement in the Chinese Civil War and in the
Torean War, The analysis of these and other events will be done within 2 con-
ceptual framewoark, which will distingnish different styles and appreaches in
the American foreign policy, and will concentrate on developing and exem-
plif¥ing the hasic distinction between the plobal-realistic and the cosmopolitan-
ideclogical approaches in the American policy. A special einphasis will be put
on the question of the roots of the cold war. The course will analyze the
different approaches which are expressed in the literature dealing with this
izsue and their reflection on the sometimes dichotomic analvses of the different
specific cvents.

Yalues, Society and Government: Imperial China

The aim of this course is to analyze the comnection between cultural values,
social norms, and the steucture of government, The topics covered : philosophical
schools: personalities and fundamental concepts; comparative analysis of the
Chingse versus the Occidental approach; political institutions; characteristics
of bureauvcratic eentralism; provincial government; social stratification struc-
ture; the institutions of family, religion and cconomy; the Western impact,

soviet Educational and Cultural Policy

The ideclogical principles of the Soviet Communist Party in the areas of
education and culture, Methods of supervision. The impact of Russian history.
Various stages of Soviet educational policy. The teaching of Soviet morality
and pedagogical techniques and the political education. The role of various
educational and socializing agents.

Introduction to Ilsrael's Foreign Policy
A discussion of major issues in Isracl’s foreign relations since independence,
with reference to international relations theories,
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DEPARTMENT OF POLITICAL SCIENCE

BA. Program

Research Meothads in Political Sciences

The purposze of the conrse is to acquaint the student with the scientific approach
to the study of politics, [Discussions will center around the following topics:
the scientific method; ressarch designs; variable relations, and hypotheses;
measurement, scaling, reliability and validity; data generation {(interviews, the
survey, objective and projective techniques, agprepate data, simulation); data
processing ; data analysis (crossbreaks, measures of association and correlations,
tests of sipoificance) ; simple model building; the rescarch report.

Comparative Palitics

The central theme of the courze will be the conmection between the theoretical
interests of certain eircles in the 19th and 20th centuries and the empirical
works of political scientists and political zociologists. The approach will be
comparative, Concentrating on historical analysis, inter-cultural analysis, and
analysis in sub-groups in a given society.

Principles of International Relations

A basie introduction into the complexities of world politics, with cmphasis
upon the state as the key political actor, the processes of conflict and peace,
the means of power and the goal of infhience — all within the context of
the international system. Attention will be given to the historical development
of relations between states; contemporary issues, and problems and prospects
for the future,

Intreduction to International Law and [nternational Institutions

The aim of the course, the major contours of which concern the interlocking
patterns of international law and internatiomsl organizations, 15 to cxplain the
shape of the modern community of nations, its legal, political and organizational
foundations and its changing structure in our days, The different elements of
the course are: {1% e eppergence and evolution of international organizational,
political, and legal system; {2) the meaning of the international personality
and the effect of the state jurisdiction on the international arena within the

Non-reactive data for their part arc derived from materials produced
for entirely different purposes, like administrative records, iconographic mate-
rials, rituals, space utilization, ete, Non-reactive data will be classified into major
types, each type will be discussed in terms of its significant properties, the
opportunities it offers the researcher, as well as the pitfalls which threaten
thase who misuse it. Special emphasis will be placed on the methodology of
content coding of verbal and of non-verbal materials.

Durkheim, Freud, Lorenz,
Parsons, Goffman, and Slater.

Accordingly, we shall
study literary production first, then literary distribution, and finally literary
consumption, In the second part, literature will be approached from what has
loosely come to be called the structuralist point of view, in the tradition
pioneered by George Lukacs and elaborated and godified by Lucien Goldman,
Here the focus will be en the novel, and its structure will be correlated with
that of society.

Sociology of Revolutionary Change

Three traditional approaches to the study of revolutions will be covered, that
of conflict theorists, that of mass society theorists, and that of structural-
functipnalists Three approaches will then be applied to the case of the I'rench
Revolution of 1789,

Sociology of Knowledge

The course will deal with social processes involved in the distribution and
availability of knowledge. It i not concerned with the traditional sociology of
knowledge issue of the social roots of variois forms of koowledge, [nstead it
will deal with such things as knowledge middlemen, knowledge brokers, that
translate abstract knowledge into applied knowledge and knowledge translation
being inseparable from status and group processes,

Linguistic Models in Human Behaviour

The course discusses some applications of cultural linguistics for various areas
af human bebaviour. These include language as 4 eommunication system, other
communication systems (semiology), the symbolic function in hwman inter-
action, the significance of language in social stratification and some new
implications for psychoanalysis. The course will use some practical examples
to demonstrate the applicability of linguistic medels in the analysizs of selected
problems in the sociclogy of culture, myth, fashien, advertising and film.
Requirements: Thesis/Examination and exereises.

propaganda advertising ete. It also discusses some new theories which are
inspired by set theory, genctics, genetic psychology and lingnistics,
Requirements !

Several basic concepts of ethnic relations are discussed and later applied to
various multi ethnic societics, special attention is given to ethnie relations in
Israel. Published and unpullished data of Israeli cthnic problems are presented,
Requirements: Active participation, exercise, final examination.

Health Care Institutions: A Campacative Analysis of Social Instiutions
The course will focus on the social aspects in health and illness and on the
social provisions for the maintenance of health and the treatment of illness and
its consequences.
